The simple present tense: Is used to describe an action that is 
regular, true or normal.

These are its uses:

1. Repeated actions in present.

• I take the bus to the school.

• The train to Los Cabos leaves every hour.

• Renata sleeps eight hours everyday.

2. Facts.

• The President of Mexico lives in “Los pinos”.

• A Cat has four legs.

• They come from Germany.

3. Habits.

• I get up at 6:30 a.m.every day.

• Fabiola brushes her teeth three times a day.

• They travel to their hometown every weekend.

4. Things that are always / generally true.

• It rains a lot in summer.

• The Pope Francisco lives in The Vatican.

• They speak English at school.

Subject Verb Complement

We form the present tense using the base form of the infinitive 
(without the TO).



1st verb rule: We add 'S' in the third person to most of the verbs.

Play – Plays

Drink – Drinks

Buy - Buys

2nd verb rule: Verbs that end in -O, -CH, -SH, -SS, -X, or -Z we add -ES

in the third person.

•go – goes

•catch – catches

•wash – washes

•kiss – kisses

•fix – fixes

•buzz – buzzes

3rd verb rule: Verbs that end in a CONSONANT+ Y, we DELETE the

Y and ADD -IES.

•marry – marries

•study – studies

•carry – carries

•worry – worries

BUT: For verbs that end in a vowel + Y, we just add -S.

•play – plays

•enjoy – enjoys

•say – says



To make a negative sentence in negative form in the 

present simple tense we use auxiliary verbs DO and 

DOES plus the  Word “NOT”.

Examples:

Subject Auxiliary verb +
Not

Main verb in 
simple form

complement

I do not / don’t wash my face

Fabiola does not / doesn’t brush her tetth

three times 

a day

They do not / don’t speak English at 

school

simple tense we use auxiliary verbs DO and 

DOES.
