• In “Past Perfect” we can describe 
things we had lived or done before, but
we can´t repeat them in the future.



Take a look over these sentences, 
and then complete the table:

Affirmative: I had written a poem

Interrogative: Had I written a poem?

Negative: I had not (hadn´t) written a 
poem.

Notice that we have to use any verb in 
past participle followed after HAD
