We use the so-called zero conditional when the result of the

condition is always true.

This conditional is used when the result will always happen.

Ex. If people eat a lot fast food, they get fat



Zero conditional Affirmative form

Conditional word Contition Result

IF PRESENT SIMPLE PRESENT SIMPLE

if You eat a lot, You get fat

If She runs every day, She loses weight



Zero conditional Negative form

Conditional word Contition Result

IF PRESENT SIMPLE 
(DO-NOT) 

PRESENT SIMPLE
(DOES – NOT)

if You do not eat a 
lot,

You do not get fat

If She does not run
every day,

She does not lose 
weight
