An essay is an act of written communication in which 
a correct writing style and easy-to-understand words 
are required, besides respecting grammar rules. 

It is also important to consider that its purpose is not 
to prove something scientifically, but to express an 
opinion on a specific topic and defend it, avoiding 
being biased. 

• Keywords: Essay, topic, expression of opinions

In this part, you can present examples, statistical 
data or positions of other authors for supporting 
ideas  
 

Information against your posture,  
to confront it, can also be exposed 
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Conclusion or final comments 

• It implies a final reflection on the information 
displayed  
 

• It is possible to recover the most important 
points of the essay and…
